Supacryl has a shelf life of at least 18 months when stored in an
unopened container at 10-30°C. If the adhesive is allowed to freeze
it will be ruined. Stir adhesive before use and aways recap
container properly after use. Do not contaminate adhesive with
trowel scrapings.

Ensure that the concrete has an effective damp-proof membrane. If in
doubt about potential wet or damp floors, seal with Aquaguard 101
before proceeding. The surface must be clean and free from dust, dirt,
grease and excess moisture. Ensure the curing or releasing agents have
been removed from concrete as these could prevent adhesion. Excessively
porous floors should be dampened before spreading the adhesive. Sealing
with Durased is aternately recommended. With new or freshly levelled
concrete check that adequate drying time has elapsed before applying
adhesive. Kelly floating of concrete is not recommended.

Levelling of floors may be done with Matrix or FLC compounds.

The surface must be dry and free from dust, dirt and grease. Flooring
grade particle-board must be adequately weathered before application of
adhesive. Particle board floors must be sanded and sealed with Durasedl.
This prevents excessive porosity and ensure that the adhesive stays “ open”
for adequate transfer.

Never apply adhesive when floor temperature is 5°C or less. Tack
off time will be very slow if floor temperatureis 5-10°C.

Apply the adhesive with a notched trowel (1.5mm notches at 4
notches per cm) evenly over an area which can be covered whilst
the adhesive is till wet. Place the vinyl on the wet adhesive and
roll down with a heavy roller (of at least 34kQ).

Excess wet adhesive may be cleaned off with a damp cloth. The
approximate working time for Supacryl is 20 minutes depending on
ambient conditions. If the working time is too short, seal the floor
before applying adhesive.

This will depend on floor finish and porosity. Approximately 5-6
sguare metres per litre should be achieved.
